Item#1 - Meeting called to order by Pres. Twohig at 7:00 P.M.  Announcement by Clerk, Diane Lemke that 
the meeting is going to be video taped tonight and cameras are up and rolling. 
Item#2 – Pledge of Allegiance recited in unison followed by a Moment of Silence  
Item#3 –Meeting notice was given to the Campbellsport News, National Exchange, Post Office, Library and 
posted at the Village Hall and in compliance with the open meeting law.

Item#5 – Motion by Tr.Yahr, seconded by Tr.Del Ponte to approve the minutes of the June 8th meeting as 
presented      Ayes-7, Noes-0 
 
Item# 6 – Motion by Tr.Schellhaass, seconded by Tr. Hafemann to accept the written Police Dept. report for 
the month of June as presented by Chief Karoses.      Motion carried without a negative vote outcome. 
  
6a.-  Motion by Tr.Schickert, seconded by Tr. Del Ponte to approve the Operator’s licenses for (12) 
individuals on list as presented for the establishments in the Village with background checks by the Police 
Dept. for July 1, 2009- June 30, 2010      Ayes-7, Noes-0 
 
6b.- Motion by Tr.Yahr, seconded by Tr.Martiny to approve a temporary Classs “B” beer and temporary 
“Class B” wine picnic license for Sept. 21st for St. Matthews Congretation for Fall festival.  Ayes-7,   Noes-0  
    
6c.  Chief Karoses said the squad car seats was redone(United AutoTrim) in Fond du Lac. July 4th picnic was 
busy and everyone in dept. was working and shorthanded on some hours.  Chief Karoses explained the 
detour(14 signs) needed for parade is OK’ed by DOT and in the past borrowed signs from FDL County and 
feels the village should purchase signage in the future. 
Clerk informed Board Members that email from COPS said that 7,272 applications were received for $1-
billion and applications totaled $8.3 billion.       
       
Item#7 –  Motion by Tr.Schellhaass, seconded by Tr.Yahr to accept the written Campbellsport Fire Dept. 
report for month of June as presented by Chief Lindsley.     Motion carried without a negative vote outcome 
 
7a. – Chief Lindsley said he believes picnic profits are probably down 20-30%. Revenues collected was 
$51,658.49.  Fireworks were not donated this year and accounts for about $5700.   Profits will be used for 
park maintenance and improvements. 
 
7b. Motion by Tr. Del Ponte, seconded by Tr.Martiny to adopt Ordinance #320 to provide a safe guard truck 
on fire incident and automobile accident responses with a fee of $500 per call.      Ayes-7, Noes-0  
  
Item#8 –Motion by Tr.Martiny, seconded Tr.Hafemann to approve the written Library report for the month 
of June by Librarian, Stephanie Remillard as presented.   Motion carried without a negative vote outcome

Item#9 – Motion by Tr.Yahr, seconded by Tr.Schellhaass to approve the written Public Works report for 
month of June as presented by Mark Gruber, DPW Director.    Motion carried without a negative vote 
outcome.

9a. - Mark Gruber said he spoke with Shane Zens of Strand Engineering and scheduled a meeting on July 
20th at 7:30AM to review the lift station and scada panel.  Clerk informed Atty. Madden about the meeting 
also.  Mark stated the utility is still experiencing a communication failure with the scada panel.  Once items 
are addressed and satisfied a resolution of acceptance of the improvements will need to be presented to the 
village board for adoption. 
 
9b. -  Garbage & Recycling update -  Pres.Twohig said there is no signup sheet in the village office for 
smaller containers. 
Jason Sturino of Veolia explained that the village residents need to use the 95 gallon units for minimum of 
30 days.  If elderly or diability situations occur the property will be evaluated and could be given a smaller 
unit.  It is discouraged to change out containers.  Veolia only has a small amount of smaller containers.  
Deliver of carts in the community went extremely well and minimal calls in the village office and veolia 
office.  
Auburn Meadows condo area seems to be the most problematic.  They currently have 9 sets of containers, 
one set for each building. 
Pres. Twohig said the larger containers are distributed because you need have a unit to fit the situation in 
which you would have the most waste. 
Jason said 694 sets of containers were delivered in community. Clerk asked about adjusting count on a six 
month or monthly basis.   Drive thru alleys are being serviced and than just have pickup on one side. 
Tr.Yahr said he was disappointed that the smaller containers were addressed.  Jason Sturino said he is 
obligated to tell communities of the various options and must talk about them.  Veolia only keeps a 90 day 
supply     
 
 9c. – Pres. Twohig explained that some additional work may need to be added to awarded contract. 
Mark Gruber handed out proposal for repair work from Mueller in the amount of $62,460.00 and some of the 
amount will be regular routine maintenance(valves-replaced, cleaning up problem area-Mill & Helena(time 
& materials) and the remainder will be paid at contracted prices(8”watermain,valves, blacktop& curb/gutter) 
as awarded.  The unknowns in project could add some additional cost to approx. total of $70,835.00.  If 
project is not done now and a watermain break occurs in winter the amount will escalate.   Fixing this valve 
will help in lessening turning people off during repair work in the area.   
Mark said footage was measured and pricing per unit was taken from the contract. Consideration of sidewalk 
on the north side of E. Sheboygan St. was brought up again because it was found that driveways on that side 
would not have to be disturbed and sidewalk could abut up to the driveways and if property owners wished 
they could install sidewalk themselves with permission from the village. 
Letter from Wayne Bauman stated he was in favor of sidewalk being installed to improve value of his 
property and Agnesian Health is neutral on sidewalk and will go along with any decision the village board 
makes. 
Tr.Yahr asked who requested sidewalk issue to be put on agenda because he has requested a closed session 
three times for possibility of illegal activities and has not been put on agenda. 
Pres. Twohig said that Dean Uelmen had requested that sidewalks be addressed again and that he as Village 
President put item on agenda.  Looking for solution that works for all people in the village. 
Sharon McCarty asked if she needs to continue shoveling the sidewalk.  Pres.Twohig said people need to 
clean sidewalks according to Ordinance code.  Sharon McCarty asked about removing her sidewalk and was 
advised not to remove the existing sidewalk. 
 
No one wished to make a motion to change the motion of the June meeting that eliminated the alternative to 
install sidewalk on the north side of E. Sheboygan St. 
   
Motion by Tr. Schellhaass, seconded by Tr.Del Ponte to the additional work on N.Helena/Mill project as 
repairs/maintenance and contracted prices as outlined on the proposal from Mueller Excavating in the 
amount of $62,460.00 to improve water flows and improve the infrastructure    Ayes-7,   Noes-0 
  



Item# 9d. -  Clerk,  Diane Lemke explained that the Campbellsport Chamber voted to spend up to $200 for 
plantings around 4-6 trees in the business district and have the bricks & granite removed.  The Chamber 
would like to beautify the area and is working with Diane Clark to choose plants and have them planted.  
Chamber member Mike expressed he would volunteer his son to help as well as some community service 
kids 
Businesses in front of trees where plantings are going to be put will be asked to water the plants until 
established. 
 
9e.  – Pres. Twohig explained that the village needs to move forward and get bids for a skidster from the spec 
list that John Laubenstein developed per the request of the village.  The list of specs are standard items and 
should be available on most models 
A list of vendors was given by board members to send the specs to and get bids to award for purchasing a 
skidster. 
Serwe Implement, St. Lawrence Equipment, Gellings Implement, Schrage Equipment, Mid States 
Equipment, Farmers Implement, Schraufnagels, Service Motor Case, Waupun Equip. 
 
Motion by Tr.Schellhaass, seconded by Tr.Del Ponte to send out specs as developed and given to the village  
for bidding out of a skidster to the vendors as requested by board members and staff.  Ayes-6, Noes-1(Yahr) 
 
Item#10 -  Planning Commission Update –  no meeting was held in June 
 
Item#11 -  Committee Reports – Safety & Protection Committee will be having a meeting on Thurs. July 30th 
at 6PM to discuss sidewalk and hydrant snow procedures. 
 
Item#12 – Pres. Twohig explained that mill pond dam removal process that he had explained at the June 
meeting has an application fee of $500 which is usually associated with application may be waived by DNR 
representatives, but would like board action on authorization to spend the $500 if necessary. 
 
Motion by Tr.Schellhaass, seconded by Tr.Martiny to authorize spending $500.00 for the application fee for 
the Mill Pond Dam removal as stated on the application form.   Ayes-7, Noes-0 
 
It is recommendation of DNR that the village begin lowering the water level by removing boards from the 
mill race at a rate of no more than six inches per week.  DNR believe the land in back of dam is agricultural 
an no potential for PCB’s and willing to take water level down to determine the natural river bed. By 
lowering the water level at the suggested rate the village would not be required to do cleanup procedures.  
Monies are going to be available, but application cannot be done until Fall and project done during the winter 
after Dec. 31st.   
DNR said the village needs to keep people away from the mill pond during the lowering period because 
ground is unstable and dangerous and no one should be allowed to go onto the land. 
   
Motion by Tr.Schickert, seconded by Tr.Schellhaass to give board authorization for Dept.of Public Works to 
begin removing the boards and lowering the mill pond waters as suggested by the DNR.   Ayes-7, Noes-0    
 
Item#13 – Request of Twohig Furniture to bypass the Plan Commission for approval of the site/grading plan 
which can be done if submitted directly to the Director of Public Works or the Village Board. 
Discussion was had by all parties involved and Mark Gruber said he feels comfortable doing residential 
plans but prefers the Village Board should look at and authorize the plan if they want to proceed. 
 
Motion by Tr. Schellhaass, seconded by Tr.Schickert to approve the site plan for Twohig Furniture addition 
as presented on plans submitted directly to the Village Board bypassing the Plan Commission as permitted 
by ordinance.    Ayes-5,  Noes-1(Yahr), Abstain-1(Twohig) 
 



Item#14 – Comments by citizens – Chuck Lichtensteiger asked about the old Schlaefer building.  Pres. 
Twohig said he spoke with Building Inspector and Mr. Stephen has an active building permit.  Twohig said 
he spoke with Mr. Stephen and he plans to complete project and wants to keep property as an investment.           
 
Item#15 – Motion by Tr.Yahr, seconded by Tr.Martiny to approve bills as presented and discussed for 
payment for village, water, sewer(85,893.28), fire dept.(26,194.64 & 3,357.67) and bills as listed on 
additional sheet for the month of June.
