Item#7 – Presentation by Howard Floeter of plan for proposed preliminary plat of appox. 6acres and split for 
daycare center on southern portion 1 ½ acres which is a permitted use in residential zoning. 
Stormwater control  and access were shown on maps and discussed.    Questions about sliding future driveway 
onto property and the special assessments against this parcel of property was also discussed.  Fond du Lac County 
will need to be  contacted for input and approval. 
 
Motion by Matt Mrochinski, seconded by Bill Grede for preliminary recommendation of  approval of the 
preliminary plan with conditions for stormwater retention and special exception permit or rezoning of property for 
construction of daycare center on parcel of land abutting Grandview Ave. on the East side of street.

Item#8 – Discuss and review of model Floodplain Ordinance by Matt Mrochinski following his study and input 
from  and with the DNR.recommendations.  Matt commented he has been working with DNR personnel  and 
presented model of recommended Floodplain Ordinance language that is the minimum requirements the DNR 
would desire in municipal code.  The Zoning Administrator position could assigned and carried out by Building 
Inspector under the guidance of Village Board until such time that the village designates a zoning administrator. 
 
It was the recommendation of Plan Commission members that changes discussed will be updated on draft copy and 
sent back to the DNR before any public hearing takes place or presentation to the village board.  Urgency on this 
language to be placed in the municipal code during codification period is completed.  Code company is on hold 
currently until we finish this document for inclusion to save on some publication costs.    
Motion by Don Stoffel, seconded by Matt Mrochinski to have Matt coordinate with Diane Lemke- Clerk to get 
floodplain ordinance ready to submit to the DNR for review with recommended changes and bring back to Plan 
Commission before going to a public hearing and Village Board.   Ayes-7, Noes-0
