It is a small hill and cannot be recognized as a 
cemetery until you climb the road embankment, and see the stones. It is extremely overgrown and neglected. The stones are scattered 
throughout the cemetery. 
History: On April 8, 1853, Alfred Bliss and wife Harriet R. sold to Quimby Hayes, Elias Wilbur and Zopher B. Hays, one acre of 
section 31 for $1.00, this is the SE corner of Sec. 31.
