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The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm. All members were present. Steve Schickert was recognized for his ten years of service as a Village Trustee.
TR Schickert made the motion to approve the consent agenda with the change to the minutes from March 10, 2017, to read “charged” in paragraph five instead of “changed”. TR Serwe seconded the motion. Motion carried. (Aye-7, Nay-0)

TR Schickert made the motion to approve the operator licenses as presented with background check approval from Chief Zautner, seconded by TR Hafemann. Motion carried. (Aye-7, Nay-0)
Motion made by TR Muraski to approve a temporary Class “B” and “Class C” retailer license for JWs 19th Tee LLC for use April 29, 2017, for the open house at Lunatic Lounge 139 West Main Street, seconded by TR Serwe. Motion carried. (Aye-7, Nay-0)

TR Hafemann made the motion to approve the invoices as presented totaling $82,234.36 and TR Harvey seconded the motion. Motion carried. (Aye-7, Nay-0)

Under old business, Chief Zautner stated that Attorney Pryzbyla will be granting a letter to the owner at 124 East Sheboygan Street for the property ordinance violation and then a court order will be issued. An update will be presented at the May meeting.

TR Hafemann made the motion on allowing Howard Floeter of Cadre, Inc, to move forward with the creation of a bid package for the police department garage as recommended by the Planning Commission. The motion was seconded by TR Wenzlaff. Motion carried. (Aye-7, Nay-0)
TR Schickert made the motion to approve the Fire Department Bylaws and SOGs as presented, seconded by TR Muraski. Motion carried. (Aye-7, Nay-0)

TR Schickert made the motion to approve the estimate from N/R – Asphalt and Pavement Maintenance Inc in the amount of $2675 for lot striping and seal coating at the Municipal Center, seconded by TR Hafemann. Motion carried. (Aye-7, Nay-0)
Several recommendations were made by the Public Works Committee. TR Serwe made the motion to move forward with the purchase of a 2016 truck from Holiday for use by the Public Works and Water Departments. The motion was seconded by TR Wenzlaff. Motion carried. (Aye-6, Nay-1 Hafemann) It was also mentioned that there was $500 also put down at Holiday for purchase of a truck for the Sewer Department. It was decided that it’s not feasible at this time to purchase two new vehicles so it should be requested to put both down-payments towards one vehicle.
TR Schickert made the motion to move forward with the Public Works Committee recommendation to pipe burst between East Main Street and Mill Street, replacing the existing 8” pipe with 10” pipe and replace the manhole at the end of Mill Street. The motion was seconded by TR Harvey. Motion carried. (Aye-7, Nay-0)

TR Serwe made the motion to allow the Director of Public works to purchase one industrial humidifier in the amount of $2800 and budget for another dehumidifier purchase during 2018. TR Schickert seconded the motion. Motion carried. (Aye-7, Nay-0)

TR Schickert made the motion that if the trees at Fireman’s Park cannot be taken down by the Fire Department, Mark Hafermann be hired for the job. TR Wenzlaff seconded the motion. Motion carried. (Aye-7, Nay-0)
